(Corner of Hardenburg Lane and Riva Avenue)
New Jersey Turnpike- Get off at Exit 9
As you leave the New Jersey Turnpike at Exit 9, stay to the right so that you go through a tollbooth on the right. Once through the tollbooth, follow the sign toward New Brunswick. This will put you on Route 18 North. Take Route 18 North to Route 1 South. Exit onto Route 1 South.

Garden State Parkway-Get off at Exit 129
Take the Garden State Parkway North or South to Exit 129, the New Jersey Turnpike. Take the New Jersey Turnpike to Exit 9. As you leave the New Jersey Turnpike at Exit 9, stay to the right so that you go through a tollbooth on the right. Once through the tollbooth, follow the sign toward New Brunswick. This will put you on Route 18 North. Take Route 18 North to Route 1 South.

Route 1
Take Route 1 to Route 130 South.
See “Directions Continued”
Route 18 North or South
Once you have entered the Township of East Brunswick as you are traveling on Route 18, Exit at Cranbury Road (Route 535 South). Take Cranbury Road (Route 535 South). After you pass East Brunswick High School which will be on your left the road will split. Take the right fork in the road. This is Dunhams Corner Road. Take it past the first traffic light (Ryders Lane) and make a right turn at the next traffic light, (Hardenburg Lane.)  Take Hardenburg Lane past the blinking traffic light at Fresh Ponds Road and continue to the second traffic light which is Riva Avenue. Cross Riva Avenue and make the first right turn which is the entrance into Bicentennial Park. Once in the park, continue past the tennis courts and first parking lot. The Daisy Recreation Center is located on the side of the second/last parking lot and clearly marked.
Route 130 South
Going South on Route 130 from New Brunswick where Route 130 begins follow

Route 130 North
Route 130 will take you into North Brunswick, you will cross the following intersections that have traffic lights, Davidsons Mill Road, Renaissance Blvd. East, and Adams Lane.  At the next traffic light, Washington Place, you will see a  Getty Gas Station on the right side of that corner. Make a right turn onto Washington Place. Once you’ve made the right turn onto Washington Place, continue on Washington Place. You will be driving down a slight hill and will pass a parking lot and restaurant (Sir John’s Restaurant) on the right side. Please observe the 25 MPH speed limit as you may see a police officer monitoring your speed as you pass the restaurant. Just past the restaurant you will drive over a part of Farrington Lake, and then go up a hill. Make the first left turn you come to after you’ve driven over the lake. It is Hardenburg Lane.  Make your left turn on to Hardenburg Lane. Continue on Hardenburg. You will pass Birch Road on your left. About 1/8 mile past Birch Road, you will see a split rail fence on your left. That is the beginning of Bicentennial Park. You will see the entrance road into Bicentennial Park on your left. There is a sign at the entrance. Make your left into the park. Once in the park, continue past the tennis courts and first parking lot. The Daisy Recreation Center is located on the side of the second/last parking lot and clearly marked.

The first traffic light you will come to is Independence Boulevard, the second light is Raider Road, after passing Raider Road, move to the left lane and make a left turn at the third traffic light, which is Washington Place. Once you’ve made the left turn onto Washington Place, continue on Washington Place.
